


Students are to arrive by 7:30 a.m. in order 
to eat a nourishing breakfast before beginning 
classes at 8:00 a.m. The school day ends at 
5:00 p.m.  Students then engage in recreational 
activities and eat a nutritious snack before 
they are transported home.  Classes are held 
two Saturdays each month from 8:30 a.m. to 
3:30 p.m. Mornings and early afternoons at 
the Nashville Global Academy are devoted to 
instruction in the academic disciplines. Using 
instructional blocks, students may spend 
45, 60, 75 or even 90 minutes in classes, 
dependent upon the student’s needs and 
progress.

Late afternoons are devoted to co-curricular experiences that include 
studios, practica or other educational enhancements. For example, 
a student may elect to take classes in voice or piano, participate in a 
playwrighting or other creative writing workshop or drama group, or play 
on an intramural basketball or soccer team, or take ballet or modern 
dance lessons. A student may study an additional foreign language, or 
engage in a special health, environmental, physical or biological study 
with a scientist, participate in a civic engagement experience, or take 
a photography or art class. Co-curricular experiences are diverse and 
students will participate in one or two such experiences each semester.

Reading instruction is phonics-based using the Open Court and 
Alternative Reader programs. All students are enrolled in Latin and 
Spanish classes. In addition, they may elect to receive instruction in an 
additional foreign language choosing from French, Japanese, Arabic or 
Mandarin Chinese.

In keeping with the global thrust of the 
Nashville Global Academy, students will have 
diverse domestic and international study 
abroad experiences. Those in grades K-4 will 
engage in domestic study travel experiences 
with an international focus or �avor. Beginning 
with grade 6, students will participate in 
international study/travel experiences. Fund-
raising initiatives will enable a parent to 
accompany his/her child on these kinds of 
experiences, which will enable the parents to 
become more knowledgeable and supportive 
of their youngsters.
